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Concern for Animals was founded in 1980 
by Ann Albohn and Joyce Pearce.  The 
two ladies planned a meeting for people 
who were concerned about the number of 
animals being euthanized and how it was 
being done. There was standing room only 
inside the building, with people to spare 
outside. A yellow pad was circulated 
around the room and the first membership 
list of CFA was created. With many hours 
of serious discussion, debating, conversa-
tions and planning, the method of eutha-
nasia was changed to a humane process. 
CFA’s mission since 1980 to the present is 
an ongoing spay and neuter program to 
eliminate the need for euthanasia.

Over the years, Concern for Animals 
has helped thousands of animals 
in need by providing a variety of 
veterinary services.  We hope to help 
even more in the years to come.
